Postcode Anywhere Client now needs to know how the address is to be formatted within your
application. You have 3 main formatting options: like writirigtter; a database application with

separate fields for everything; or a database with address lines. Since our application here has Linel,
Line2 and Line3 fields we will choose the last option with the number of address lines as 3.

Below this are furtheformatting options where we can separate the company name, town, county
and postcode from the main address lines. This means that when you choose which elements of the
address to use you will have these elements separated from l#tedMhen these optins are not
checked the company name, town, county and postcode elements will be incorporated into the

For our application pressing Tab
moves us between fields so we'll choose this and move on.
